South-facing slopes get
more suniight and are
therefore warmer and drier
than north-facing slopes. The
unusual east-west orientation of the
Siskiyou Mountains creates many
south- and north-facing slopes.
This makes for different climates
(and habitats) on opposite
sides of the range.
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
